CRUDE OIL LOGISTICS SUBSIDIARIES VICE PRESIDENTS 

 
SUGAR LAND, Texas (Dec. 17, 2009) -- CVR Energy, Inc. (NYSE: CVI) announced 
today appointment of vice presidents at two of its subsidiaries, Coffeyville Resources 
Crude Transportation, LLC, and Coffeyville Resources Nitrogen Fertilizers, LLC. 
 
Reed Copeland will be vice president, crude oil logistics, at the crude oil gathering and 
transportation subsidiary.  Copeland will be responsible for the company’s expanding 
crude oil gathering operations which collect nearly 30,000 barrels per day from Central 
Kansas, Oklahoma, Eastern Colorado, Western Missouri and Southwest Nebraska and 
also will oversee bulk crude oil transportation to the refinery. 
 
Copeland, who was director of oil movements and transportation, reports to Robert 
Haugen, executive vice president, refining operations, at Coffeyville Resources Refining 
& Marketing, LLC. 
 
Bill White will be vice president, marketing, at the nitrogen fertilizers subsidiary, 
responsible for national marketing of the company’s production of ammonia and urea 
ammonium nitrate (UAN) fertilizers. 
 
In 2008, Coffeyville Resources Nitrogen Fertilizers produced 112,500 tons of ammonia 
available for sale and also produced 599,200 tons of UAN. 
 
White, who was director of sales and marketing, reports to Kevan Vick, executive vice 
president, Coffeyville Resources Nitrogen Fertilizers.
